Occasionally they cause significant damage and disruption to
public services. On rare occasions, the flood impacts are far
worse resulting in catastrophic property losses, destruction of
public infrastructure, and fatalities.

Although flood warning services cannot prevent a flood, they
reduce the consequences. People in harm’s way will be warned
well before serious flooding strikes through a close partnership
with the National Weather Service and local emergency
management offices.
